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SECTION I- INTRODUCTION
Proposed White Star Fire Station (2.52 acres)
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The project consists of the construction of a new fire station and administrative
facilities by the Valley Center Fire Protection District on approximately 2.52 acres
comprising Assessor’s Parcel No. 133-351-21 on White Star Lane and Cole Grade Road in
Valley Center, CA.

The construction project consists of a single-story 7,300 sq. ft. fire station with 6
bays for 6 emergency vehicles and sleeping quarters for 12 firefighters in 2 person rooms which
would allow for gender specific sleeping quarters. A minimum component of 4 firefighters would
staff this station 24 hours per day, 7 days a week, and 365 days per year. The additional capacity
provided for staffing above the minimum component will provide sleeping quarters and
accommodations for a 2 person advanced life support paramedic ambulance unit o be on duty on a
24/7/365 basis. There would also be sleeping quarters and accommodations for additional staffing
needed during major fire incidents of prolonged duration. The project also consists of a separate
5,000 sq. ft. office facility for District administration. . ‘

The proposed project location is iltustrated in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.
